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“ST.PETER'S — SIXTY YEARS ON"

During 1976, we have put our hands to a project that we very much
hope will commend itself to Old Boys, parents, friends and the present
generation at St. Peter's boys alike. If it is successful, it may also play some
part in the future of the School.

Peter Duncan, a boy at St. Peter's when the School was in that
seemingly idyllic exile during the war years, came 1o see us to suggest the
production of an LP which would present a light-hearted, but factual
documentary in sound on the history of the School. The idea of a form of
“prospectus” to be heard rather than read was enticing, especially when Peter
played us examples which his firm had produced for other schools, such
Repton, Ardingly and Roedean.

Production costs had to be carefully watched, but having decided to go
ahead with the idea, some extensive research was started. Philip Holland, an
expert at recording personal interviews and at editorial work, began to put
the details together during the Autumn. The problem is how to squeeze
everything into the time available. The answer is that you cannot; you rely on
the Editor's skill with his scissors.

It was a great help to us when the Haynes family found a school group
taken in 1916. We have used the picture on the sleeve and have taken the date
as a starting point for our story. A varied list of those concerned with the
development of the School and who were readily available was drawn up, and
they have been generous in their active support. Those with the longest
memories have shared with us some of the exploits and events of the past,
which must never be allowed to fade from our archives. Others, some very
youthful, have reflected the demands and urgency of present-day school
Toutine. Above all, “Sixty Years On” is a tale about people, told by people.
Its scope is necessarily restricted, but there is no doubt that through its
patchwork construction shine out the humanity, the mixed fortunes, the
hopes, fears, failures and the successes which clothe the skeleton of a school’s
body. It is possible to sense the huge effort, the excitement of discovery, the
loyalty, unflagging optimism and the compassion which season so many years
of teaching and learning.

Now that the job is done and we have made some attempt to carve part
of the St. Peter's story as permanently as possible, we have to meet our
expenses. Despite Peter's generous terms, the objective remains formidable.
The more copies we sell, the more likely we are to break even. If we do better
than that, we shall put the proceeds to a facility that benefits all present and
future members of the School. We shall be very grateful for any help you can
give us with marketing.

1 first met George years ago when | came back to Seaford after the war.
He was then a smart, cheery and obviously efficient member of the G.P.0.

~ and indeed in any area where people needed help. He was so efficient in his
work with the Post Office that he was later to be awarded a long service
medal.

George never changed from that first impression | had of him. He loved
life, people, his country and its great traditions.

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This was another successful season with only the one narrow defeat by
St. Wilfrid's. Once again, the weather was kind to us and we also made full
use of our invaluable ten days of preparation at the end of the soccer season.
‘This enabled us to play our first match only a week after the beginning of
term and record some early and encouraging victories against opponents who
had yet to sort themselves out

The loss of Whitehead — he broke his leg playing soccer and did not
play at all during the rugby season — potentially a maich-winning centre,
prompted a reappraisal of team positions. The solution, which also solved the
problem of both captain and vice-captain coveting the same spot, was to
transfer Rogerson i from his customary position at number 8 to inside centre.
It soon became apparent that this was a highly effective move and that, in
partnership with Kingsbury i and the wings, Daunt and Moy, he would spear-
head an extremely powerful back division. The big question, as always, was
whether the pack would win sufficient ball and be quick enough to the break-
down 1o allow the backs to display their talents to the full.

Thanks largely to the skill and determination of the pack leader and
captain, Staples, who in both practice games and matches inspired his fellow
forwards to emulate his own special blend of drive and controlled aggression,
this question was answered in the affirmative. As the scores indicate, we won
most of our matches by handsome margins and the team as a whole
maintained a consistently high standard throughout the season. We had one
‘off’ day, against Mowden, but even so managed to win quite convincingly.

With such a well-balanced team — one of the few weaknesses was a
failure to produce a line-out jumper who could, or would, catch the ball two-
handed — individual efforts tended to be submerged in the general excellence of
the team performances. However, certain highlights of the season’s play may
be mentioned: the second half against Ladycross (our first recorded away
victory against this school!) when with a slender lead of only two points and
our backs largely neutralized by determined tackling and covering — not to
mention the vocal opposition provided by the Ladycross matron on the
touchline — the pack totally subdued the opposition, allowing Staples to
initiate a series of devastating attacks from the base of the scrum which
brought him four tries, three of which he converted; a brilliant and probably
decisive try against a strong Ascham team which saw the ball go out along the
line to Daunt who ran round his man, drew the full-back, and tured the ball

try between the posts; the ‘Esher wobble’, a sort of combined sidestep and
dummy, of Kingsbury i, who scored some of the most individually brilliant
tries of the season but who also gave his wings plenty of work with a series of
beautifully-timed passes; Fiddian-Green's spin pass which gave House, an
outside-half with hands generally as safe as his proverbial reputation, the vital
extra yards in which to set his line in motion; the new version of the ‘Tank"
tap penalty which led directly to a try at least once in each match that it was
employed; the tackling of Bedford i and, surprisingly perhaps, Nicholson i
(appearances can be deceptive!); the high rate work of the forwards including,
surpisingly again, Nicholson i; Rogerson's kicking in the St. Wilfrid’s match
when he achieved two conversions from the touchline and the last ten
minutes of the match, when only one goal in arrears, we carried out a sustained
attack on the St. Wilfrid’s line and a switch move would have seen Daunt
clear for the line had he not had the bad luck to slip as he went round the last
defender; and finally, the last match against Temple Grove when although
playing against a weaker team the Ist XV as a whole produced a scintillating
display of skilful, attacking rugby to bring the season to a fitting end.

Allin-all a splendid team which gave a great deal of pleasure to those
who still enjoy the game as it should be played.

The Set Matches.

A new system was tried for the set matches whereby each set produced
two 7-a-side teams, one senior and the other consisting entirely of under-
clevens. The purpose of this was to achieve results which would provide a
truer reflection of the overall strength of each set and also to avoid the
situation, frequent when each set had to field a full team, where a diminutive
colt would be obliged to take on a Ist XV tank! It also makes it possible to
complete all the matches in one afternoon, a great help in such a short term
and with the hockey players eager to get going. It was generally agreed that
the new system achieved its aims and should be retained. After a series of
exciting matches, at both senior and junior level, Reds emerged as the winners
with Blues the runners-up.

Both he and John Rogerson
who also worked hard in the loose are young enough to serve the Colts for
another season. Omar Dajani coming to the game for the first time soon
picked up many of the skills, most notably as a useful tackler. Strength and
power in the set scrums was provided by Jason Bowerman, but he needs to
cover ground faster if he is to make the grade as an all-round forward.

Undoubtedly the greatest improvement during the term was the ball
handling and running of the threequarters and by the end of the term the
backs had moulded into a forceful unit; certainly one of the better three-
quarter lines of the past few years. Stephen Harris discovered fourth gear and
how he could cut through the gaps in the enemy defences.

‘The Competition was re-organised this year: the boys were divided into
10 weight groups, which made the pairing of contestants much casier than
before.

Andrew Staples won the Senior Cup and the Junior Cup was awarded
to Michael Petley.

From a results’ point of view the st XI just about broke even, winning

term our defence had established itself as being reasonably sound and effective
and, perhaps, our over-riding weakness throughout the season was our inability
to produce a really good “striker” in the forward line. From both wings came
plenty of good crosses and centres but there was just no-one to drive the ball
into the back of the net as often as we would have liked. Our leading goal-
scorer, Christopher Godfrey-Faussett, for instance, only managed to score 7
times in 12 matches. Perhaps, things would have been different had Nicholas
Harvey been available for the whole season. He had scored S goals in §
matches prior to his unfortunate accident.

Our real power-house was the half-back line where James Bedford
Richard Kingsbury and Steven Harris were outstandingly good and gave
enormous support to our forwards. In James Bedford we had an extremely
able captain. He is a very skilful and determined footballer and contributed
greatly towards the overall success of the side. The only criticism of him that
one can make is that, perhaps, he tried to do too much himself and tended to
hang on to the ball a shade too long. In leadership he set a very high standard
and fully deserved to be awarded the Football Cup. Playing alongside Bedford
Richard Kingsbury’s game improved enormously. From the comparative
obscurity of the previous season's 3rd XI, he proved to be easily the most
improved player in the side. Much of his playing success stemmed from his
great determination and spirit and his willingness to give of his very best for
the whole of each and every match. The other half, Steven Harris, the
youngest member of the team, played intelligently and doggedly and combined
well with our left-winger, Willic Blake.

Willie Blake, who along with Bedford, played in the Seaford Schools X1
against Eastbourne, was his usual skilful self, causing plenty of headaches
amongst our opponents’ defences. He possesses a surprisingly strong shot and
several of his goals were fairly hammered into the back of the net. The other
winger, James Daunt, our vice-captain, started the season rather disappointingly
but gradually his old flair retuned and he made good use of his speed to
penctrate the oppositions’ defences, scoring five well-taken goals. The two
insides, Christopher Godfrey-Faussett and Nicholas Currie worked tirelessly
and featured in many good attacking moves.

There were 24 official tennis players — the maximum number that can
reasonably be handled, and one or two late applicants were unlucky. The
majority of this year's batch were beginners or virtual beginners, and much
time and labour was expended off the courts, throwing, catching, bouncing
and hitting balls against a wall in the preliminary tests.

Another marvellous summer! Swimming started on 6th May and we
enjoyed 72 swimming days. Perhaps it was the impact of two seasons of
glorious weather, which encouraged the desire to swim well, but there was
definitely a new and vigorous spirit around. Tremendous efforts were made
by the non-swimmers to struggle from one end of the pool to the other and
there was a competitive keeness for promotion through the colours to the
right to wear those black swimming trunks, a distinction reserved only for the
experts.

With so much effort from so many, it was no surprise to learn that
there were only 3 non-swimmers in the whole school at the end of the term.
Starting with 36 non-swimmers (red trunks), 93 who could swim (green
trunks), 17 very good swimmers (blue trunks) and 3 excellent swimmers
(black frunks), we finished the term with 110 swimmers, 27 who could swim
very well, and no less than 9 wearing the coveted black trunks.

‘The general improvement in téchnique was especially evident during the
Sports; in spite of a spate of records last year a further S were broken — a
remarkable achievement. It is significant that two of the new records were in
the more technically difficult Back Crawl: Andrew Staples won the Senior
event in 12.8 seconds and Benjamin Kent the Intermediate in 13.9 seconds.
Philip Durnford also gave a good account of himself in the Intermediates; but
it was Douglas Petherham who was the outstanding winner of the Cup: his
fine performance in the Freestyle broke a school record which had stood for
years.

The comparitively tame affair of the Plunge was made uproariously
exciting by Rakesh Maihotra, who accomplished the scemingly impossible by
plunging the whole length of the bath! Well before his fingers touched the
end and those 75% long, long seconds were over, he had us all gasping for
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breath ourselves! It is rare, indeed, to achieve a record which can only be
equalled but never beaten.

Blues were fairly casy winners of the Relay in the excellent time of
2.10 seconds, thereby knocking no less than 2 seconds off the previous record.
It was Whites and Reds, however, who stirred up the excitement by finishing
in a dead heat to share the remaining 6 points.

Throughout the afternoon, 4 fierce struggle waged between Andrew
Staples and_ Keith Whitehead and, eventually, the Senior Cup was shared
between them. The Juniors did not attain the unusually high standards of last
summer, but Piers Bishop was a worthy winner of the Cup and Rupert Bedford
swam him a close second to win the Medal.

Mrs Whitehead kindly presented the Cups and Medals. Keith's
unfortunate accident had barred him from so many activities for the greater
part of the term, and it must have given her particular pleasure to have him
come before her for his share of the Senior Cup and to receive the Set Cup
for Blues.

This enjoyment is,
apparently, shared by the Bowles instructors, who definitely appreciate the
basic knowledge of the techniques which has already been instilled into our
climbing team. The following accounts by Mr. Baldwin and the boys them-
selves will show the variety of training and entertainment offered by the
“Bowles Outdoor Pursuits Centre”.

CLIMBING

After introductions to our instructor, who soon satisfied himself that
our boys knew exactly how to tie on a belay, we went straight to the rock
faces, Our first climb was up “Reg Peg”, which we regard as easy, but under
the wet conditions, we needed to use correct hand and footholds in the right
order.

He also arranges and plays in the Consort of Viols and we were
delighted to welcome him and his colleagues early in the year and to be able
to invite an audience from neighbouring schools to share a programme of
Elizabethan music and song.

A good many boys do learn an instrument and it is now time that St.
Peter's regained its own orchestra, so this must take priority for a while.
Charles Beale has been, and is, a credit to the school — he is quite a formidable
young musician (Grade V on clarinet and piano). Class music has seen the
onslaught of electronic music and musique concrete (music composed from
everyday noises but modified via tape editing, reversal, reverberation and
other means). Both of these categories of 20th Century music are of such
importance and as valid as Bach.

Daphne Elston and I gave a recital in Chapel — the first of many I hope.
So, all in all, the music department is alive and reasonably well and can also
boast the fact of having a flourishing recorder group. I hope the boys enjoy
their musical activities — it certainly seems as if they do!

Drama

The measure of success of any play at St. Peter's is how quickly you
forget these are young schoolboys on the stage and allow yourself to be
caught up in the action and drama of the evening. Even that surreptitious
glance of the anxious player secking his parents in the audience passes as a
momentary distraction.

Julius Caesar last winter term was a triumph from the moment the
curtain rose on a seething crowd in a public place in Rome to that final
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[image: image23.jpg]moving scene after the battle on the plains of Phillipi. Marcus Antonius
mourns “this was the noblest Roman of them all” as Brutus lies dead after
throwing himself on his own sword

It is a marvellous choice for a school play, magnificent language,
bravura parts, but it is the meticulous planning and the attention to detail
which guarantees the audience’s close attention.

Reading through the play again, it is easy to see what a skilful job the
director, Michael Farebrother, has done in editing it to a suitable length. The
great speeches are there, just a few of Shakespeare’s minor characters have
disappeared and in the process five acts have been reduced to three.

This judicious and intelligent cutting allows the cast plenty of time to
get deeply into the character of their parts. It is often difficult to single out
one performance more than another, but undoubtedly the outstanding
performance came from Arnold Lustman as Brutus. His dignity and bearing,
his incredible feat in remembering all those lines were remarkable

The special relationship between Brutus and Caesar was extremely well
brought out by lan Wilson's Cassius. He has a strong voice and a gift of
emphasis which was most effective in the early scenes where he cajoled
Brutus to take action against Caesar.

This Cassius indeed justified Caesar's fears: “Let me have men about me
that are fat; Sleck-headed men, and such as sleep o'nights: Yond, Cassius has
a lean and hungry look; he thinks too much: Such men are dangerous”

Charles Beale as Marcus Antonius was outstanding in the burial scene.
His handling of that famous speech “Friends, Romans, countrymen, lend me
your ears, I come to bury Caesar, not to praise him”, was very moving and
was aided immensely by good work from the crowd, initially hostile, and
then gradually won over by his oratory

1t always seems a pity that Shakespeare decided that Caesar had to die
relatively early in the play. From his first appearance, Richard Tiley display
great authority and in the scene at Caesar’s house at the beginning of Act Il
he greeted the conspirators with much aplomb “Good friends go on and taste
the wine with me"”.

As Casca, Edward Short (would he have chosen Glenamara?) was
incisive and pleasingly sinister ‘after his sour fashion’.

Of the other members of the cast, full praise to James Lucas for his
gentle Calpurnia, Lionel West for his loyal and sleepy Lucius and to
Christopher Godfrey-Faussett as Artemidorus, especially for his athletic leap
off the stage.

The sets by Gerald Baldwin, scenery by Robert Back and Alan
Chapman, and the lighting by Reginald Evans and Mark Kingsbury were a
huge success. Not forgetting the attractive costumes by Sybil Clarke and he
assistants,

Finally, in writing a review for this play it is so easy to forget that
special brand of St. Peter’s welcome. As parents and friends arrive anxious to
see their sons or brothers in the cast, the greeting from Mr. and Mrs. John
Farebrother puts everyone at ease. The last memory is of a small bespectacled
boy, old for his years, standing at the comer of the long corridor, he half
bows and says “Hope you enjoyed the play Sir”. He will go far, that one.

“Caesar while still young was born in Rhodes.”
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“Ere the parting hours go by,
Quick thy tablets, Memory!”

AL the time of writing this reminiscence, news has come through that
Lord Avon has died peacefully in his slecp. Twenty years ago, he, as Sir
Anthony Eden, was the last Prime Minister to believe that Britain was a great
power and the first to confront a crisis which proved that she was not. The
Anglo-French Sucz adventure stirred the country to passionate partisanship
and its failure hit us all pretty hard.

A state of crisis also struck in the world of St. Peter’s. After less than
two terms as joint headmaster, a sudden, serious illness compelled Basil Talbot
to retire. There followed a period when M.H.F. had to carry on alone, under
most difficult circumstances. It was, therefore, marvellously fortunate that
we were able to link Harry and Serena Browell securely to the future of
affairs.

Through these momentous changes, the life of the school flowed
smoothly on. An innovation in the Spring term was the visit of a panel of
neighbouring headmasters, all teachers of History, to take part in a most
enjoyable and successful History Quiz. More normal entertainment was
provided by the cine-projector; films shown throughout the year were, among
others, “Tom Brown's Schooldays,” “Scrooge” and the then new “Genevieve".
There were two representative matches between Seaford Schools and
Eastbourne_Schools, one in the summer and one in the Soccer season.
Campbell, Fison and Johnston were selected for the cricket fixture and Craig
and Johnston also played in the Soccer XI. All the boys more than justified
their selection.

Harry and Serena Browell and Clarkie took the Captains and Lieutenants
up to London to see the Royal Tournament; and the party were pretty late
back at school, exhausted but happy! Another source of satisfaction was the
fact that Robin Browne gained 4 scholarship to Cheltenham and Charles
Stancombe was awarded the Coldwell scholarship at Wellington.

In August, one of the school’s most loyal citizens ended his chequered
and lovable career; Duke, the golden labrador beloved by boys and staff alike,
for the best part of two generations died comfortably of old age. He was
greatly missed, especially by his many lady friends in all parts of Seaford. But
the tradition was kept, for M.H.F. brought his black labrador “Woofer Jaffir""
into the fold. What a pity the two never met; they would have been devoted
to each other. To real aristocrats there is no such thing as a colour

The frost-bound countryside restricted the stalwart rugger enthusiasts
to scemingly endless days of runs. Eventually, S matches were played and we
won 3 of them. At first we had doubts about the pack and great hopes of the
three-quarters and halves. In actual fact, we lost the first 2 matches through
bad handling by those promising backs! Then we began to put things together
and won the remaining matches in no uncertain manner. Anthony Stabb, our
Captain, playing centre-three-quarter, set a fine example and made a major
contribution to our winning scores. Batchelor and Johnston proved themselves
a good pair of halves; Nevil, Butler and Russell Roberts completed the line
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and, once they had gained confidence, were able to mount really penetrating
attacks. Malcolm Churchill became a most capable full-back with an
exceptional positional sense and a safe pair of hands. The forwards played as
a pack, well led by Robin Browne. Fison, Craig, and Jonathan Knight,
Campbell and Hugh Browell all deserved special mention. In the Set Matches
Reds emerged the winners, but not until Blues and Whites had given them
pretty good games.

As in 1955, the Cricket XI's warmed the cockles of our hearts. The 3rd
X1 won all three of their matches and the 2nd and Ist XI's both won 6
matches out of 8. A good record, indeed, and quite a few of our players were
considered most promising material for ultimate selection for their Public
Schools® XI's. It was refreshing to have an opening pair like Campbell and
Fison. Johnston and Anthony Brown gave them valuable support. Hugh
Browell came into the picture and once, against Sutton Place, he won the
match for us in partnership with Brown. In bowling, Johnston and Jeremy
Willis were the “quickies” but Campbell and Fison did the most damage with
their leg and off breaks. Fielding was rather disappointing, the one bright spot
being the acrobatic display by Robin Browne behind the stumps.

Our patron saint was extremely kind in providing a perfect day for the
Sports, sandwiched between some utterly impossible ones. David Batchelor
and Micky Nevil fought for final placing in the High Jump with David as the
ultimate winner. Batchelor went on to equal the record in the 440 yds and
clip one tenth of a second off the record for the 100. As he added the Long
Jump to his winning trophies, he became an outstanding winner of the Senior
Sports Cup. Among the Intermediates, there was a great battle between Stabb,
Clarke and Lipscombe for It places; Lipscombe put in a supercharged effort
in the Hurdles and beat the existing record by nine tenths of a second. It was,
however, Furlong who emerged the winner of the Cup by consistently coming
2nd in all cvents. Nixon broke the Junior record in the Hurdles and won both
the 100 yds and the Long Jump to become a clear winner of the Junior Cup.
The Tug-of-War evoked a crescendo of excitement and an agony of partisan-
ship from the fathers. Both the Tug-of-War and the Whole Set Relay went to
Reds and so did the Set Sports Cup.

In spite of the weather, the swimming pool was in popular use through-
out the summer and the Sports were held on one of the really fine days — our
patron saint again in form! Of the swimmers, the Brown brothers were
particularly strong. Anthony being pushed hard by younger brother Peter to
win the Free-Style in 30.9 seconds. Johnston was a worthy runner-up to the
Browns. Graham, Coulson and John Parsons were the best in the Intermediate
and Junior sections. The standard of diving was high, especially among the
Seniors. Stancomb would have beaten Peter Brown, had he made more use
of the spring board. Special praise was reserved for young Manson, who had
improved enormously since the beginning of the term. Spectators and the
school cheered themselves hoarse during the Set Relay; Blues were, eventually.
winners of this event and the points 5o gained made them comfortable winners
of the Set Cup. Jonathan Knight and Richard Glyn were an outstanding
Tennis pair and made the Reds inevitable winners of the Cup. Competition
was keen, however, and the standard quite high. Some intelligent alteration to
the rules made the tournament shorter and more exciting.

Although the st Soccer game had only one colour available from the
previous year, the Ist XI produced a record of 7 wins, 4 losses and 1 draw.
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[image: image26.jpg]Our strength lay in our combined efforts as a team and when we were allowed
to dictate the speed of the game, we were capable of giving a display of sound
and even skilful football. By the end of the season the team had quickened
considerably and our victory against Ladycross was played at a furious pace
to the enthusiasm and delight of the spectators. The Johnston—Jenkins
combination on the right was our main strength in attack and Furlong at
centre-forward was speedy and shot with cither foot. The constructive brain
of the forward line was, however, Johnston; his shooting and ball control
were in a class by themselves! The halves, Russell-Roberts, Craig and Hugh
Browell, fed their forwards well and were capable of banging in  few long
shots themselves. The Willis brothers made a sound pair of backs and Brown
inspired confidence with his courageous goalkeeping. The award of the Soccer
Cup presented more of a problem than usual; Craig, Johnston and Brown
were very much in the running. Eventually it was decided to share the Cup
between Craig and Johnston and award Brown a medal. The Set Competition
was well fought — Blues were the final winners of the Cup after a most
exciting match against Whites. Craig, Lipscombe, Robin, Courage, Stancomb
and a couple of juniors, Anthony Browell and Maclnnes were mentioned in
dispatches in this epic battle.

In spite of the fact that many experienced “veterans” had to be
replaced, our standard of shooting remained high. In fact, our achievements
were exceptional. We won the St. Patrick’s Shield in both the Easter and the
Summer terms, and we were 3rd, 2nd and 4th in the Harvey Hadden Shoots,
gaining four bronze medals. We were successful for the fourth successive year
in the Junior Imperial Shield. Fourteen of our team were made Empire
Marksmen and Tim Farebrother was awarded a Bronze Medal of Honour for
his score of 99. Anthony Stancomb was & great success as Shooting Captain
and won the Lady Ball Cup for all three terms. The concensus of opinion was
that there were none better than the Major for encouraging the young idea on
the range.

No serious plays were attempted in the Theatricals. Entertainment from
Form VIII varied from a performance from the Percussion Band through
recitations by R. V. Courage, a solo sung by D. M. A. Stokes, a violin solo by
Manson. Miss Rothwell trained members of the Junior School to perform
her own stage version of “The Owl and the Pussycat,” in which the costumes
designed by Clarkie were worn to great effect. Alan Brown, the Owl, Richard
Willis, the Cat and Francis Akers-Douglas as the Pig all gave most realistic
interpretations. The ingenuity of Mr. Baldwin really did send them to sea in a
beautiful pea-green boat — on an ocean which the stage manager made pretty

! Colonel Collins produced an amusing French Sketch called “La Seance
de Spiritisme”, in which the simple act of knocking in a nail to hang a picture,
next door to the seance room, had terrifying effects upon the spiritulists.
Further musical entertainment provided by Tim Farebrother (piano) and the
choir, conducted by M.H.F. was greatly appreciated.

And 5o the St. Peter’s year, unruffled on the surface but with such
turbulent undercurrents, flowed to its close. Another partnership had been
truly forged; this time between M H.F. and LH.H.B.
