Shortly afr his
appoiniment 1o the Palesine Administaton in 1935 he narmowly escaped
death when s Distict Commissioner was asssinated a5 the two of them
came out of church together aflr Evensons 1n Nazareth, He remamed in
Palesine unil 1946 when he wasseconded o the Briih Legstion 1 Amman
a5 First Sectetary and Consul uni e resigned in 1949, wher he was awarded
e BE.

For & time he was one of the Secreares o the Order of SL. John of
Jeruslem of which he s made a Commander in 1967,

I 1951 he joind the Foreign Office and served n s number of posts —in
the Prsian Gull i the Eastern Department of the Foreign Offce, & Charse
Aflaires in the Yemen, Consul in nnsbruc. agsin 2t Charge n the Y emen
fter an nsuceessul aucmps had been made on the 1 of his successor there,
and finally as Consul in Fiorence and Consul-Genersl 1o San Marno from
1963 ~ 1970 when he retred and setted in Forence, He was avarded the
CMG.in 1967

He was appointed a5 Lay Admiistraor of the Diocese of Gibralar in
1971, and twa yars lter received the high honour of the Order of Mert of the
Iulian Repubic

He was a Member of the Queen's Bodygusrd for Scotland, the Royal
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inthe County o Aberdeen

He was alo 2 gited linguist, flen: io German, Frencs and Arsbic, and
‘when he leamed he was o be posted to Ial he st about masterng Halin to
such efect that when he eveniually reied, Cawels, the publishers,
commissioned. him (6 prepare the new sdition of thelt stndand. alan
Gitionary
